beginning October 7, 2008, Contra

Costa Centre Transit Village employees

will be able to receive a freeCounty

Connection monthly bus pass ticket.

That is a $53 value!  If an employee com-

mutes to the Centre via Benicia Breeze,

Solano Express or Wheels, they will be

able to receive a $53 Centre reimburse-

ment after showing proof of bus pass

purchase. See Bus Subsidy Program

Eligibility Requirements listed next to

this article. This program is offered on a

first-come, first-served basis for the first

20 eligible Centre employees responding

who are not receiving any other Centre

sponsored commute alternative subsidy. 
You must be a full-time employee of a

participating Contra Costa Centre build-

ing and ride the bus to and from your

worksite a minimum of three times per

week. Visit our website,www.contra-

costacentre.com, to download an applica-

tion. Complete and return it in person

along with identification and 

proof of employment (a paycheck 

stub or letter from your employer). 

Bus tickets will be available on 

Tuesdays only between 11:30 a.m.

and 1:00 p.m. in the lobby at 1350 Treat

Boulevard, in the Urban 

West building.

That’s right. Be one of the first 20 to 

qualify and you’ll be able to save over

$300 in bus pass costs for six months.

This might be a great time to start a

carpool! See cover story on how to be

n The applicant of the bus subsidy pro-
gram must be an employee of a Contra
Costa Centre Transit Village participating
building.Participating buildings are as
follows: 2999 Oak Road,3000 Oak Road,
Bank of the West,John Muir Health,
Pacific Plaza,PMI Plaza,Station Plaza,
Treat Plaza,Treat Towers,Urban West,
Renaissance Club Sport,and Embassy
Suites.
n Employees must not be receiving any
other commute alternative subsidy from
any other Contra Costa Centre programs.
n Employees must pledge to take the bus
to work at the Contra Costa Centre Transit
Village a minimum of three times a week.
n Employees must sign a Bus Transit
Subsidy Program application and verify
that the bus ticket will only be used for
the employee’s sole purpose of commut-
ing from their residency to their worksite
at one of the participating buildings at the
Contra Costa Centre.
n At the time of registering for the bus
program,employee must present a valid
form of identification and proof of their
current employer.
n The bus subsidy will be offered to 20
employees for a six month period.The
program begins October 7,2008 and ends
in March 2009.The employees will be able
to receive at no cost a $53 value County
Connection monthly bus pass ticket
directly from the Contra Costa Centre pro-
gram.Tickets will be available every
Tuesday during the month in the lobby at
1350 Treat Boulevard in the Urban West
building from 11:30 a.m.to 1:00 p.m.
n If an employee commutes to the
Contra Costa Centre via Benicia Breeze,
Solano Express or Wheels,they will be
able to receive a reimbursement from the
Centre in the amount of $53.Proof of pur-
chase by the employee must be shown
and a check will be sent to the employee.
n Each bus participant is eligible to sign
up for the 511 Contra Costa Guaranteed
Ride home program.The Guaranteed Ride
Home program will allow each bus partic-
ipant a taxi or rental car ride home in the
event of an emergency so as not to be
stranded at work with no ride home.More
details are available through the GRH
application or www.511contracosta.org.
